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Abstract

In India, second language learning, that is, English language is a very crucial issue. Though the
language is introduced and used for trade by colonizer over a decade, it is a colonizer’s language.
It is adopted by Indians as their language. Though in India, this language has got the status of
the second language, the percentage of language users is very less, approximately 16% of the
Indian population.
