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Abstract

This study investigated the influence of cyberbullying on the academic, social and emotional
development of undergraduate students. Participants in this study were 638 Israeli and 102
American undergraduate students. The data were collected with the Revised Cyber Bullying
Survey which evaluates the frequency and media used to perpetrate cyberbullying, and the
College Adjustment Scales which evaluate the academic, social and emotional development
of college students.

The findings revealed that 65% of the students had experienced cyberbullying at least once
or twice through different types of media. Also, correlations were conducted and confirmed
significant relationships between cyberbullying, mainly through instant messaging, and the
academic, social and emotional development of undergraduate students. Instant messaging
(IM) was found to be the most common means of cyberbullying among undergraduate
students. Implications of the findings are discussed.
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
